Larry Halvorsen

Our presenters will be Liza and Larry Halvorsen, who have worked together
making beautiful ceramic art for 40 years. This, in addition to teaching and raising
a family, is quite a life’s story. They will present their shared journey into art and
craft, and talk about how their individual projects often intersect in their common Liza Halvorsen
studio.
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A Review of Cappy Thompson’s Presentation

At our November meeting we were treated to a dazzling presentation by Cappy Thompson. Now rec-
ognized internationally for her work involving glass, she was first introduced to stained glass while a
student at Evergreen.

She soon adopted the traditional technique of grisaille (or gray-tonal) painting. She began producing
panels using leaded glass and fired enamel with images derived from Japanese woodblock prints. She
was developing her signature visual style and mastery of back painting on glass panels and vessels. Ma-
jor themes included stories from fables and imagery from Chinese astrology. This culminated in works
of a narrative nature with subject matter and content drawn from mythology and various religions. An
autobiographical component also became central to these narratives with Cappy visually inserting her-
self or her alter ego into the story.

Cappy has also done many projects for public buildings. While doing a huge airport commission in
Germany, from local artist/tradesmen she learned and developed the use of new techniques and materials
- adding them to her bag of tricks and arsenal of techniques. A local installation you have probably seen
is at SeaTac Airport.

She continues to do her personal and public pieces but also has added painting on ceramics and the
lathe-etching of glass to her repertoire. A fun project: For the last seven Decembers Cappy and fellow
NWDC member Dick Weiss have had an ongoing collaboration where they together paint on ceramic
slabs and vessels.

In her presentation of images and anecdotes Cappy revealed herself to be a artist who is truly a designer/
craftsman.

Co-president letter NWDC Dec 2016 — from Lin McJunkin

“We need to do this more often!” How often do you hear this said about NWDC’s wonderful art
events? When a group of us gathered recently to see the “MetalMorphosis” Show at BAM, we com-
mented on how events that stimulate artful conversation are one of the reasons we joined NWDC in
the first place.

The current show at the Museum of Northwest Art (MoNA) in La Conner offered just such an oppor-
tunity to get together for the Sunday, November 13 presentation by Skagit Valley artists and long-time
couple Sheila Klein and Ries Niemi, who spoke about their collaborations for the “Matched Makers”
show. Nine members and guests of NWDC’s northern contingent saw the show, heard the presen-
tation, and then gathered at the Brewery next door to “talk shop” about the show and our own artistic
concerns.

Being only 5 days after the shocking results of the 2016 US presidential election, the conversation
was peppered with various heartfelt concerns about the fate of this country, but for the most part we
were able to stay focused on the material and contextual delights both artists shared in their work and
talk. Ries often renders everyday objects, especially clothing, in surprisingly mundane materials such
as tarps and duct tape, machine embroidered with text and embellishments. His collection of “Mid-
life Fortunes™ covered an entire wall with bumper sticker -sized white tarp cookie “fortunes” machine
embroidered with aphorisms like, “Less is not more; more is more,” “More is not enough,” and “In
the future, we’ll all be self-unemployed.” Artist colleagues- take note!

Overtly more humorous and political than Sheila, he has made comments on elections and politicians
in the past — such as his pastel pant suits and queries about candidate’s “boxers vs. briefs” undergar-
ment choices. He often asks himself the question, “How much can I leave out and still convey my
image and idea?” We are eager to see what he has to leave out to comment on this election cycle, in
his typical succinct and humorous style, an important role of artists in these disturbing times.

A trip to India helped coalesce Sheila Klein’s ideas about connectivity and resulted in large installa-
tions of crocheted arches, posts and grille work that mimic the carving and tracery seen in that coun-
try. The very nature of crocheting, be it with standard yarns or steel cable, “knits” disparate strands
together into a cohesive, if airy, whole, a metaphor for work that artists can do to soothe our nation
back to some semblance of normalcy.

While not as narrative as Ries’ work, Sheila’s favorite architectural textile work features an interactiv-
ity that is seen in her colorful “portable monuments” whose fabric “skins” can be removed from their
metal substrates and easily transported with her on a plane to their next installation site. She claims
interest in “site and set,” looking at her pieces as boxes and commenting on what’s in them and what’s
not. One example of a portable monument concerned with site and set are her “float zones,” colorful
sports fabric pods suspended above the ground that cocoon viewers who often have difficulty leaving
the soothing spaces. Her “Shady Liberty” bridge project in her Philadelphia hometown neighborhood
is an outstanding example of Public Art at its most inventive and utilitarian, highlighting the “passive
kinetic” lighting effect of 8000 huge glass sequins!

Conversations and shared visual memories help them each create their work, but they don’t usually
collaborate on individual pieces, except for the creation of their two sons, Rebar and Torque. Life in
the bucolic Skagit Valley, especially in contrast to their previous life in LA, provides them with open
vistas in which to “think more clearly, dream and then act.” As artists, I believe we have a unique
opportunity to portray the world as we would like it, after examining our “boxes” and deciding how to
connect and interact with the broader community. If we are to “embrace diversity,” we do not get to
choose which “diverse” we honor.

We all vowed to continue our artful “Shop Talks” and encourage other informal groupings of NWDC
members and guests to do the same. Here’s to creating a meaningful holiday season for yourselves,
your family and friends, you’re our broader communities.
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NWDC'’s “northern contingent” met at the Brewery for some much needed art talk
after the Sheila Klein and Ries Niemi’s presentation in La Conner.
