VLADIMIR SHAKOV
(July 9, 1948 - Feb. 17, 2023)

Although a member of NWDC for only a short time, some members met Vlad when he
accompanied me to meetings, exhibitions, and other NWDC events over the last several years.
Vlad was diagnosed with terminal cancer in April 2022, and passed in Feb 2023. He leaves a
legacy of incredible award-winning art, a much-celebrated exotic garden, and many memories
from people who knew him and his passions.

His website www.VladimirShakov.com focuses on recent sculptures, made from stones he
found in the North Cascades. Art, photography, metal fabrication, gemstone faceting, fishing,
gardening, playing didgeridoo, were passions throughout his life. He approached them all with
focus, intensity and masterful execution. His energy was unique, imbued with a twinkle in his eye
that endeared him to many.

Gone too soon, with a lot of art left in him, Vlad will truly be missed.

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We are pleased to share the art and ideas of Seth Rolland in the sixth installment of the
NWDC Artist Interview series.

"I make animated, intriguing, functional sculpture for people who enjoy both utility and artistry
in the objects they live with. Furniture is interactive. We develop a bond with it. When a chair or
cabinet leaves my studio, it takes on a new story with its owners through generations of use.

Since 1990 I've been crafting custom furniture. Thanks to an architect mother and a landscape
architect father, | was exposed to materials and tools at a young age, as well as an appreciation
of good design. My path to woodworking might have begun at age six when | built a raft, or later
during a boat-building class with 83-year-old master builder John Gardner. But an
apprenticeship with custom furniture maker Janis Colella taught me that furniture offered an
appealing freedom of expression and variety.

I'm thankful to have enjoyed some recognition through a variety of awards and exhibitions, such
as the John and Joyce Price Award of Excellence at the Bellevue Arts Museum (BAM) Biennial
2014: Knock on Wood. This led to a 2016 solo show at BAM entitled Balance and Tension: The
Furniture of Seth Rolland. You can find my work in art shows, galleries, museums and
publications around the country, and | teach workshops annually."

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How were you introduced to art?

My grandmother was a painter and always took me to museums as a child. My mother was
an architect and provided lots of building toys and craft materials for us. We sewed colored
felt into patterns and images, made things from old phone wire and wood scraps, and made
decorations out of macaroni, cut paper, and homemade play dough. And we had numerous
Bauhaus-inspired building toys.

Where do you find inspiration when creating new work?

In the woods, mountains, ocean, and desert. Out in nature is where I'm happiest and most
likely to notice the beauty all around me.

What do you consider your greatest artistic achievement?

Ideally, it's the piece | just finished, though that's not always the case, and even when it feels
like that, it often doesn't feel that way for long. It's a tough question. Maybe the body of
work I've made through accordion cuts, as that creates pretty unique forms that I've
developed and pursued for 20 years now. Maybe continuing to have fun while making a
living producing and selling my work is the best achievement of all.

What is the quality you most like in an artist?

Curiosity. | think everything else comes from that.

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So many good choices. | really admire Andy Goldsworthy as he uses scavenged materials
and no tools while spending time in the most beautiful workshops in the world. It's tricky to
add art to a perfect environment and | think he succeeds.

If you could change one thing about yourself, what would it be?

I wish my memory was better. I've forgotten so many good things, though | can't tell you
what.

What is your most treasured possession?

The art | have that is made by family and friends. Each feels like a little piece of them and
makes me happy.

Who has had a significant influence over your work?

My parents have had a strong influence on me. My mom was an architect and my dad a
landscape architect and my clean-lined contemporary aesthetic is largely their influence
though they weren't as into curves. My wife, Me'l Christensen, who makes block print, batik,
and tie-dye clothing has had a big influence in showing me how to make a living with craft.
And a few woodworker friends - Janis Colella, Dean Pulver, and Kevin Reiswig have been
great influences as well.

To scan a room is an automatic response for many people in the AANHPI community to gauge
the racial makeup of a space upon entering. Is it a factor of safety in an environment of
increased Asian hate or simply as an observational awareness that is physically, emotionally and
psychically increased when navigating spaces that have a majority Caucasian racial makeup.

This exhibition runs during May, AANHPI month, observed annually in the United States to reflect
upon and celebrate the contributions and influence of AANHPI Americans to the history, culture,
and achievements of the US.

The Cheongju International Craft Competition 2023 will take place in Cheongju, South Korea,
between September 1 - October 15. Applications are due May 7, 2023

The 21st International Ceramics Biennial of Esplugues Angelina Alés will take place in
Esplugues, near Barcelona, Spain, between July 21 and January 24. Applications are due May 7,
2023

The 30th Competition of Contemporary Ceramic Art "Mediterraneo" will take place in
Grottaglie, Italy, between June 24 and September 10. Applications are due May 14, 2023

The Martinsons Award 2023 within the 4th Latvia Ceramics Biennale will take place in
Daugavpils, Latvia, between September 8 and February 18. Applications are due May 25, 2023

The 18th International Ceramics Competition CERCO 2023 will take place in Zaragoza, SPAIN,
between September and November. Applications are due June 11, 2023
